Hand trowel or Blend:   MiraFlor CQ Clear 

at Thickness of 3/16" b. Power trowel Mix Ratio:   A:B = 2:1 by Volume

Trowel Blades Must Be Extend Mixed MiraFlor CQ Clear with 120 SF/Unit

6 Addition of Synthetic Aggregate Miracote Synthetic Skid Resistance Aggregate

for Skid Resistance Add Maximum 4 Ounces/Gal to Any of the Above Finish Coats 4 fl oz

Note: Prior to starting the application of any Miracote Product or System be sure to read the Installation Guide(s), Product Data Sheets, MSDS and  other pertinent documents

published by Crossfield Product Corp. for information, including but not limited to, Precautions, Limitations, Disclaimers and Warranties.
